- See Dolmabahce Palace and the lonely Leander's Tower 

- Learn about the history of the Balats 

- Enjoy a ride on the cable car 

Make your way along the shores of the Bosphorous, where you will board a boat, and 

head out on to the open waters. Sailing along the coast, you can admire the views of the 

opulent Dolmabahce Palace and the simplicity of the lonely Leander’s tower. Do not miss 

the huge suspension bridges that connect the city, the grandeur of the Rumeli fortress or 

the multitude of mansions by the sea. Afterwards, climb the hill of Pierre Loti by cable 

car, from where you can enjoy fantastic panoramic views. Finally board a bus pass 

through the streets. 

 

On the north bank of the Golden Horn be immersed in Balat, a lively immigrant 

neighborhood with centuries-old history, founded a long time ago by Byzantine Jews and 

Italian merchants. Explore its history through the extravagance of the metal church of St. 

Stephen the Bulgarian. You will also see the stately Jewish hospital and the picturesque 

façade of the Fener Orthodox Patriarchate. See the long Byzantine City Walls, the 

strongest fortification of the Middle Ages.
