Itinerary
DAY 1- NAIROBI - ABERDARES NATIONAL PARK

Upon arrival of your flight at Jomo Kenyatta International Airport your will be met by our team outside
immigration hall. Safari briefing and depart for the Aberdares, a beautiful mountain range in the central
highlands of Kenya. Aberdares has high mountains, dense rain forest, and thickets of bamboo, rushing
rivers, cascading waterfalls, abundant birdlife, rare monkeys, and the opportunity to spot elephants,
leopards, and lions sipping water from a forest waterhole from a vantage-point high in the forest. Arrive at
the Aberdares Country Club for lunch. In the afternoon, transfer to the The Ark with an overnight bag.
Suitcases are stored at the base hotel. Observation of small and large mammals at the lit water hole.
Dinner and overnight stay.

DAY 2 - ABERDARES NATIONAL PARK - LAIKIPIA COUNTY

After breakfast, transfer to the Aberdares Country Club to re-unite with your safari driver-guide, collect
stored bags and proceed to the Laikipia region. Arrive, check in and have lunch at the hotel. Afternoon
relaxation to enjoy the beautiful views of the montane countryside at the foothills of the second highest
summit in Africa, Mount Kenya. Dinner and overnight stay.

DAY 3 - LAIKIPIA COUNTY - LAKE NAKURU NATIONAL PARK

In the
afternoon enjoy a game drive in the reserve. Return to the camp in the evening. Dinner and overnight stay.

Full day spent game-viewing in the reserve. With over 450 species of birds and abundant large mammal
species.

Morning and afternoon game drives
or a full day game drive with packed lunches would take you closer to nature. All meals and overnight at
the lodge.
